Harp is quick to alert the BBB to scams that target her business so that we can warn 
other Accredited Businesses.   She also turns to the BBB first to check out a suspected 
scam.  "We had a recent experience in our advertising specialty department," she 
says.  "A phone caller from Africa got our name over the Internet.  It was a school for 
boys that was interested in getting some t-shirts to sell to raise money." 



 
"They had seen catalogs and wanted to purchase the shirts for resale using a 
worldwide credit card.  They only wanted 25 to start with so they could get approval 
from their Board of Directors.  Our person in charge of this department went ahead 
and got the t-shirts and the African school sent a letter and credit card number.   
 
"Sure enough, the job went through and the credit card worked.  In about two weeks 
they called back and said the shirts were great.  They were going to be able to sell a 
lot more and to other schools like theirs.  This time they wanted a $2500 order and 
wanted to use the same credit card.  This finally came to my attention and of course I 
called the BBB," Harp says.  "Yes, you're right, you guessed it, it was a scam.  The 
credit card had been cancelled, and we would have shipped $2500 worth of t-shirts 
and lost quite a bit of money.  Thanks to the BBB's great inquiry and investigation, we 
didn't."  
 
"There have been many instances like this over the years and the BBB has always 
come through with the right answer.  One of the best things I like about the BBB is all 
of your employees can use them too.  If they have personal questions on dealing with 
a company anywhere, they can help your employees too." 
 
"The BBB will also take you to arbitration or mediation if you have a dispute.  They 
have trained arbitrators that can help both parties resolve a problem in a dispute.  Is 
Harp Enterprises a great fan of the BBB?
